This park is of 
national ecological significance and is well known for the natural boreal 
spruce forest setting.  Due to lush plant life, influenced by the warmth of 
the springs, the area was originally known as the “Tropical Valley.”

Self-
contained units can camp in the Lightning Lake Day Use area parking 
lot  and tenters can camp at the Lone Duck 1 winter camping area.

Ruth, Sheep Pass, Mt. Sir Alexander as well as many open ridges and 
meadows.   Snowmobiling is permitted during snowmobiling season 
from Dec 1st to April 15/30th each winter.

Ski touring, snowshoeing, 
mountaineering and winter camping are all popular winter activities 
in the park.  Set out for a few hours or on a multi day trek to enjoy the 
spectacular scenery of this volcanic landscape.  Enjoy views like The 
Black Tusk, a jagged remnant of a volcanic cone.  A variety of overnight 
shelters are available and make winter camping easier. Remote ski 
traverses like the Garibaldi Neve and Spearhead-Fitzsimmons Traverses 
travel through untracked glaciated terrain and mountains.
