Disposal Bans — No disposal bans outside of OC agreements

Integrated Waste Planning - In 2006 integrated waste planning was in the proposal stage for diversion initiatives. Completed tasks
included successful partnership with FFGRD to develop and fund the B.C. Waste Reduction Attitudes and Practices Survey). RDKS
also partnered with the BVLD Airshed Management Society to promote upgrading of wood burning appliances and provided
recycling services for old units. As well, RDKS was active with the B.C. PSC and RCBC in 2006.

Community Waste Issues - We are waiting for First Nations to provide agreement on sighting of new landfill which will replace
Thornhill and City of Terrace sites, and also mark the beginning of a new funding formula to allow for more diversion initiatives. The
new landfill will have weigh scales and a full tipping fee schedule and potentially bans.

Recycling Programs — Bulky item recycling is handled through landfills. Everyday items are handled through landfills. Everyday
items are handled through EPR programs, non-profit services, and private company services. ICI collection is provided by non-profit
organizations for shredded paper, and WMI for OCC. Scrap metal recovery at RD landfills totaled 494 net tons, collected under
contract by Richmond Steel. Generally, the RD does not track volumes recycled by private sector collection and depot services.

Reuse Programs - There are a number of Reuse activities throughout the Region. Please see our 2007 publications “It’s Not Garbage”
for a summary of opportunities in Terrace and Area.

Waste Composition Study — Planned for 2008.

Disposal Measurement Challenges - No weigh scales. No shared tracking of municipal tonnages. No shared tracking of non-profit and
private enterprise tonnages.

Waste Reduction Goals and Challenges - Political support and staff capacity were significant challenges in 2006, coupled with the
closure of the Terrace Recycling and Bottle Depot previously mentioned (private operation). Public education has been limited to date
and we are hoping to correct that for 2008. Partnerships with the big commercial private haulers have been hard to come by - they
don't seem too interested in working with us based on our relatively small volumes and limited available infrastructure. Consumption
is a big problem - and EPR and further corporate greening will go a long way. We'd also like to explore development of local end
markets for paper - we have a pulp mill in Kitimat and distances to lower Mainland are excessive, even though Prince George or
Rupert would be our processing destination.

Integrated Waste Planning — 2006: no integrated planning, rezoning initiatives or industry/business relationships started or completed.
Ongoing work with social agencies helping with sorting recyclables, collecting recyclables and marketing recyclables. Provide low or
no tipping fee incentives to recycle rather than dispose.

Community Waste Issues —2006: offer lower or no tipping fees to encourage community clean up and illegal dumping and litter clean
up. Pressure to accept and did accept catch basin clean out sludge/water, agricultural waste (plastic wrap and dead stock), and
industrial waste (fiberglass waste). Also, managed EPR products for Stewards with no financial support (e.g. tires).

Recycling Programs — Private sector offers BB collection in all areas of the RD. All areas have a drop center available at each landfill
(material transferred out to central processing facility). There are two private depots in Vernon but bottle depots, e-waste depots,
product care depots, tire depots, and used oil depots as well as pharmaceutical depots available everywhere (they come and go at
businesses). The RD provides landfills and transfer stations to all areas as needed. At a landfill one can recycle (and must under
bylaw) metal, wood, yard waste, tires, batteries, propane tanks, OCC, paper, plastics 1-7, tin containers, aluminum, and glass
containers. the RD BB program is for MF as well as SF.

Composting Programs — 2006: Started composting demonstration garden in Vernon beside Okanagan Science Center - with help from
interest groups and City.

Reuse Programs — There is tremendous reuse in the RD: thrift stores, garage sales, consignments stores, rental shops and used goods
stores galore, re-use it centers at three of our landfills, and the MEX Okanagan is active.

Waste Composition — Last one done in 2005 - sent under separate cover. Does not include a look at EPR program material. Am
looking at the next one being more thorough in this regard (could maybe be a requirement).

Disposal Measurement Challenges — No regulatory bylaw at this time so collecting information from the private sector is difficult and
they handle a huge amount of recycling and waste as a resource. Reporting from the private sector is important and would provide a
big picture view. At our own facilities our scale software includes estimates often when things get crazy busy (Saturdays). ICI sector
includes residential in the way of multi-family - this does not provide a good residential generation picture! Multi-family dwellers
should count as residential customers!

Waste Reduction Goals and Challenges - ENFORCEMENT, ENFORCEMENT, ENFORCEMENT!!! It is almost impossible to
enforce material bans unless we go to a translucent bag system (maybe could be a regulatory requirement). Still handling a huge
amount of EPR products: beverage containers, tires, batteries, and commercial quantities of product care materials.

Disposal Bans — There are bans in-place for ODS containing items, lead-acid batteries, oil and other liquids, trees and logs, tires and
the like.

Integrated Waste Planning — A new recycling system is being implemented region-wide in 2008 and will be expanded in following
years - includes compaction to reduce GHG emissions

Community Waste Issues — lllegal dumping, landfill bans, need for more weigh scales, need to improve waste tracking and recording
and the overall size of the TNRD create challenges in managing MSW and recyclables.

Recycling Programs — There were only recycling depots at Logan Lake, Clinton and Lytton transfer stations in 2006. There were
recycling depots in the City of Kamloops in 2006 and they have since moved to curbside collection. TNRD is implementing a region-
wide single stream blue bag recycling system in the TNRD in 2008 as part of the new RSWMP.

Composting Programs — The new RSWMP calls for regional composting.

Reuse Programs — Very limited in 2006 - will improve under new plan.
Waste Composition — Done at the Mission Flats, Clearwater, Heffley Creek and Lower Nicola landfills in 2006.

Disposal Measurement Challenges — Too many remote locations with no power.

Waste Reduction Goals and Challenges - The revised RSWMP identifies a host of challenges and ways to resolve them - see the plan
on our website (Nov. 2007 plan).
