Notes related to our recent phone conversation:





(1) The 1:100 000 test plot appears to be OK as a base map. We are going to transfer some information to it shortly, to see how our mapping (1:60 000 air photos) appears at the smaller scale, but I don’t anticipate any problems. We will be using fine-tipped coloured pens to show our information, in bright red, green and blue. Thus those colours should be avoided on the base map. In general, base map colours should be fairly dull and pale, so that our mapping will be fairly distinct and easily seen by the digitizer. 





On the next printout of this map, could you please make the following adjustments:





60 m contour interval, with 300, 600, 900, etc contours as index contours (slightly heavier); contours pale dark brown;


omit mtn. peaks and spot height s (small squares);


glaciers should be clearly visible: can you arrange for them to be shown with pale blue contours? or outline with a pale blue line:


add forested areas (wooded are feature code?): use dull/pale green line for edge of forest.


I see some landform features - are they all shown? black is OK.


rivers and streams and islands in the rivers: de-emphasize -- use dull/pale blue.


roads - OK








(2) Re slope map: classes are <50%, 50-60%, 60-75%, and >75%. Suggest green, yellow, orange, red, but other colour system would do.





(3) Digital bedrock maps available?   





All for now. Please phone me if any of the above is not clear, or if I have inadvertently suggested something non-standard which would mean a great deal of work.
