Re: Geological maps and slope maps, Mid-Coast Mapping project





Thank you for the list of geological information. It appears that we will have to produce the geological map that we require in two steps: 


(i) print out the map of our area of interest with map codes in the polygons and a legend to the map codes on the side; 


(ii) generalize this map by combining some of the classes. (I cannot indicate the generalizations needed until I see which units are in the map area. 





Thank you for the slope map and the 3 base maps. We will add information to the base maps are return to you for digitizing.





The slope map appears to underestimate the extent of slopes >50%, which in general, occupy larger parts of this rugged region. I confirmed this impression for a small area by comparing slope steepness from TRIM 1:20 000 contours (the map that you previously sent to us) with the slope map. Could you please look into this?
