Here are the maps that we have compiled so far - for the original map sheet area, part of the pilot area.





Snow avalanches: see map with red symbols. See legend in lower right corner. Polygons were mapped where avalanche tracks comprise >50% of the area of a slope. The initiation zone symbol (scalloped line) can be replaced with some other type of line if necessary, but please differentiate initiation zone from the remainder of the polygon boundary.





On the other map, flood-hazard areas are shown in green. See legend at right. 





Landslide polygons and symbols are shown in black, see legend at lower right. The polygon numbers provide links to the data base (see print out and Excel file on disk) in which initiation and runout zones are distinguished, using standard terrain classification symbols for slope processes (-R” -- initiation zone,  -R -- runout zone). The numbers in the data base, e.g., “6” in polygon 1, indicate the number of slide initiation points in each polygon.
