Map Descriptions for the NCS Review

If possible all maps should be 1:500,000 scale (Map 1 may be different slightly).  Titles like on map 9 that’s on FTP site will work fine.

Map 1:  Northern Caribou herds in the Southern Mountains Northern Ecological Area (SMNEA).

Should be similar to Map 1 NCS 2002 but zoomed into our herds area and include SMNEA  and Southern Mountain Caribou boundaries if possible.  Include only Northern Caribou Herds (13-17) in map (exclude Mountain Caribou Herds).  
Map 2:  The Itcha-Ilgachuz Caribou Habitat Area (IICHA) and associated Wildlife Management Units.
Should include MCP and telemetry points (define this as the “IICHA”), management unit boundaries and Parks (similar to map 10 but without harvest types and add MUS) 
Map 3.  2002-2008 Mountain Pine Beetle Infestations by Intensity Level for in the IICHA.

If a fire management map is generated prior to release of the report it will be in here (Carole is creating this map for Committee to draw lines on (prioritize areas).

Map 4:  IICHA 2008 Summer Mountain Pine Beetle Aerial Photograpy Transects.

This will be Jamie’s flight transects overlaid onto harvest zones and new subunits (label subunits).
Map 5:  Linear Transect analysis depicting “potential risk” areas based on projected VRI stand age, type, crown closure and tree size.  This will be the representative “swath” of the line along the center of the aerial photography transect.

Map 6:  Management approaches within the IICHA.

Map 7.  Timber harvested up to 2008 within the IICHA.
