Species information

The species information part of the BCVIS project was loaded into a mainframe application called BCVIS 
in the late 70s.  The site portion of the data was not electronically captured until 1999 so there was no link between the species collected and where they were collected from.  This information was then dumped into an oracle Schema in the mid 1990’s, but was lost track of.  This procedure was once again done in 1999 and currently resides in the personal schema of bferguso in wldprod1.  The species data was normalized from a flat-file format, and is currently broken into two tables that require a business champion to have cleaned.

Site information

Types of data

The data collected in Venus consists of site, soil and vegetation information.  The latest version was written to the DEIF 1994 standard.  The application data exists in two distinct types data files – one file used to provide lookup codes, and one file used to store the data collected.  Both data file formats and data changed from version to version because of the changing data collection standards.

There are several different versions of the Venus application with the data collection standards and table structures being modified between them.  An analysis must be done to determine which data sets exist in which versions, and how they can be imported to Oracle.

Edwin Hubert has been dealing with MoF, who have been the primary business champions and holders of the collected data.
