Greg is a forest planning consultant specializing in forest ecology and forest soils. He is presently participating a number of projects that include the application of predictive ecoystem mapping, including a regional environmental risk assessment, watershed level hydrologic assessments and wildlife habitat asssessments for mountain caribou and grizzly bear.

Greg has university degrees in Geology  and Soil Science. In the mid to late 1970’s he worked for the BC Ministry of Forests Research Branch as the regional ecologist and soil scientist for southeastern BC.  While in that position, he was the team leader for developing the Biogeoclimatic Ecosystem Classification (BEC) for the region.  Greg is a member of the BC Forest Resources Inventory Council and the team preparing the Forest Stewardship Council regional forest certification standards for BC.

For many years Greg has worked as an independent consultant with a variety of clients, including government agencies, non-governmental organizations and the forest industry, both in BC and southern Africa.
