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The Sensitive Ecosystems Inventory: East Vancouver Island and Gulf Islands 1993-1997 prepared by the Canadian Wildlife Service, B.C. Ministry of Environment, Lands and Parks, and the Habitat Conservation Trust Fund, identified this parcel as Polygon 268 which contains four ecosystems:

· Woodland/Terrestial Herbaceous - Polygon 268 

5680 m2 in area consisting of a mixture of Garry oak woodland and herb-dominated rocky outcrops.

· Woodland - Polygon 268A 

3200 m2 comprised primarily of Garry oak and arbutus with a well developed shrub layer of oceanspray.

· Woodland -Polygon 268B 

7300 m2 consisting of a mixed coniferous/broadleaf woodland comprised primarily of Garry oak and Douglas fir, with lesser amounts of bigleaf maple, Scouler's willow and Pacific yew.  The shrub layer consists of oceanspray and Indian plum.

· Coastal Bluff - Polygon 268C 

2500 m2 of rocky outcrop in the littoral zone.
