The GIS portion of this project was completed using ArcInfo version 7.2.1 on a Sun Ultra1 UNIX workstation.





Layers used in this project include Vegetation Resource Inventory (VRI), Biogeoclimatic Zone Boundaries, slope and aspect, and simplified landform data.  The VRI was completed by the Inventory Department of Timberline Forest Inventory Consultants and was loaded into ArcInfo in 1:10000 mapsheets.  The Biogeoclimatic Zone boundaries and the simplified landform data were delineated by the Ecology Department of Timberline.  The slope and aspect data was generated from TRIM DEM data in ArcInfo.





A protocol was developed to overlay the required layers and eliminate polygons on the basis of various attribute values.  After creating a resultant spatial coverage  with this protocol, a database was used by the Ecology department to classify polygons.  Mapping was completed using a simplified database from the Ecology department to produce the polygon labels.
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
